	Term 1 Focus: Science/Geography
Title: Hakuna Matata

	Science: 
Animals – The children will learn to classify animals by living/non living and the 6 animal groups. They will study animal habitats and think about how they vary.
Humans – We will look at the different food groups and how we stay healthy. We will then learn about the skeleton, muscles and the main body parts and their functions

Geography:
Physical: We will consider habitats and habitat destruction linked to the animals we are studying. We will compare and contrast the UK and Africa in terms of their geographical landscape. The children will complete map work to identify global geographically significant features.
Human:  We will study the different lifestyles of people from across Africa and compare to our own.

Art: We will create African landscapes using and developing painting skills. We will also sketch African landscape features and animals to add to these. The children will use pastels to create African animal pictures.
Music: African drumming
History: Romans
P.E: Gymnastics and Dance (linked to African tribal music)
Computing: Media

DT: We will study, make, design and evaluate African masks.
English:  The children will complete a range of cross curricula English  including:  

· In role writing (life in a range of diverse African places)

·  Letter writing to a school in Africa (sharing how we live our lives)
· Traditional African poetry
·  Narrative based on an African adventure.
Maths: The children will complete a range of cross curricula maths including:  

· Problem solving based on humans (number of teeth/number of bones), 
· Safari maths based on problem solving with animals and data representation.
· Time problems - time differences around the world.
	Science:
 Electricity: The children will investigate simple/series circuits and conductors/insulators. They will also predict and test circuits to find solutions to problems. 
Geography: 
Physical: We will learn about the use of natural resources and energy and think about how this links to sustainability.
Art: We will explore printing and think about the range of mediums that can be used. The children will make their own lightning bolt stamps in a range of materials and use them to print.
Music: We will compose “electric” songs using buzzers in circuits and other instruments that make electrical sounds.
Computing: We will use the programme Scratch to enhance our coding knowledge (linked to lights/electricity).
DT: The children will design, make and test light Up Christmas Decorations using their circuit knowledge.
P.E: Gymnastics and Games

English:  The children will complete a range of cross curricula English  including:  

· Explanation text for how electrical objects work

· Instructional writing how to stay safe around electricity/how electrical appliance works.
· Advertising a Christmas electronic product as designed by the chn.
Maths:  The children will complete a range of cross curricula maths including:  
· Investigating horizontal and vertical lines through circuit drawing. 
· Using measure to find the quickest route through a circuit. 
· Use of directional language – programming a floor bot.
	Science: 
Fossils and rocks: We will consider how they form, what they are made of and what they can tell us about history.
Soils – We will investigate the types of solis, how they form and the features of each.
Geography: 
Physical: We will look at the make up of Britain’s Jurassic coast. We will map the region, look at its physical fetures and compare to our local area.

Human: The children will think about the role of tourism and how the presence of fossils can encourage this. We will consider the impact tourism can have of

on the human and physical environment. 

History: The children will consider the pre-historic time period and understand more about Dinosaurs and their demise. The children will also learn about Mary Anning as a significant British historical figure.
Art: The children will create their own fossils from clay once they have studied and sketched the shapes and repeating patterns. They will also enhance their shading skills by sketching/shading skills dinosaurs

Music: Carnival of the Animals, Dance macabre
Computing: Data (branching database linked to dinosaurs)

P.E: Fitness and Dance (dinosaur movements)

English:   The children will complete a range of cross curricula English including:  

· Report writing on types of dinosaurs,
·  Acrostic poetry (Jurassic/Raptor),
·  Diary entry of an archaeologist, 
· Story writing (a journey to the land before time).

· Time travel narrative - Land Before Time. 
Maths:  The children will complete a range of cross curricula maths including:  

· Measuring linked to dinosaur sizes/footprints, 
· Area and perimeter of dinosaur bones.
·  Directional language linked to archaeologists’ maps of digs.

	Science: 
Magnets : Linked to the learning about the Earth’s poles, the children will study magnets and their poles. We will think about what magnets repel and attract? Using this the children will investigate separating mixtures using magnets.
Geography: 
Physical: The children will study the North/South Pole. We will map these areas and explore their physical landscape. 
Human: We will look at the  human characteristics of Arctic/Antarctic circle. This will include the human impact on these regions and understanding the Inuits and their lifestyle.
History: Explorers (Scott of the Antarctic) – 
Art: The children will create images of polar landscapes and animals using tints and tones.
P.E: Gymnastics and invasion games.
Computing: Coding ( use of Scratch) 
English: The children will complete a range of cross curricula English  including:  

· Lost in the ____ narratives linked to book
· Letters from and to Scott of the Antarctic (in role)

· Report writing on polar animals

· Arctic acrostic poetry.
· Diaries a day in the life of an innuit

Maths:   The children will complete a range of cross curricula maths including:  

· Maths linked to 365 penguins (book). This will include identifying and continuing patterns and problem solving
· Statistics linked to polar animals.
·  Problem solving based on polar exploration (journey times/resources to take/costs).
Book – Lost in the Snow/365 penguins

	Science: 
Plants and Living Things: The children will learn and identify the parts of plants They will discover how plants grow, how they get nutrition and how they reproduce.  This will be linked to previous learning on the life processes.
Geography: 
Physical: The children will study the rivers of the world (link to Nile) They will consider the importance of rivers to settlements and how they develop over time. They will complete map work linked to the Egyptian region.
History: The children will study Ancient Egyptian civilisations. They will consider how they lived and how their lives were similar and different to our own. They will learn about their settlements, daily lives and beliefs.
RE: The children will study Ancient Egyptian Gods and learn more about the Life and Death ceremonies (mummification).
Art: Using a range of mediums the children will create Hieroglyphics and Egyptian pyramid art and learn how they were used and their significance. 
Music: We will listen to Ancient Egyptian music and form opinions on it. We will consider history through time and think about patterns in how it has changed and developed.
P.E: Dance and Games
Computing: We will consider the impact of technology over time periods. We will compare how we communicate now with how we communicating in Egyptian times and other more recent time periods.
English:   The children will complete a range of cross curricula English  including:  
· Reports on Egyptians

· Explanation of mummification

· writing in role (life as a pharaoh/slave), 
· Job application for role of servant, vizier, 
· newspaper writing linked to key Egyptian events. 
Maths:  The children will complete a range of cross curricula maths including:  
· Egyptian Maths problems (multiply and divide), 
· problem solving based on dates and timescales
· Types of triangles linked to pyramids. 
	Science: 
Light: We will consider shadows and how they form (shadow puppetry linked to Knights). We will look at how the size of shadow changes with the distance from the light source. We will learn about types of light sources and understand the difference between a light source and reflection.
Geography: 
Physical: The children will study the varying physical features of the UK’s landscape (rural to urban) – linked to historically significant areas for the time period. Chn to compare how the areas differ in appearance and map representations.  Field work study of rural area.
Human: We will think about the way humans are affected by the physical features of their surroundings e.g. infrastructure of rural and urban areas.
History: We will learn about Medieval Britain – (jousting, the Knights of the Round Table).
Art: The children will study and create stain glass windows linked to medieval art forms. 
P.E: Athletics and Swimming – linked to sports day.
Computing: Coding
Music: We will consider the importance of the national anthems of the 4 British countries. We will study key British composers.
D.T: We will design and make Knight’s shields. Cookery linked to medieval British foods and recipes.
English:  The children will complete a range of cross curricula English  including:  
· Legend writing using King Arthur 
· Advertising a jousting tournament

·  In role writing based on a battle

·  Instructions of how to become a knight/recipe writing.
Maths:  The children will complete a range of cross curricula maths including:  
· Accurate measure – mass and capacity (recipes). 
· Battle problems – addition and subtraction
· Shape/measure work – building Medieval homes/ shield shapes.
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
