Dear Parents,
I just wanted to write a more detailed letter to let you know about our Easter celebrations next week.

DECORATED EGG COMPETITION
This is open to any child or family in the school to enter. The idea is to either use an empty (blown) egg, a hard- boiled egg or a polystyrene egg and decorate it into a character, animal or part of a scene. We particularly like eggs which have a title and it is even more fun if that is one of the hundreds of puns on the word egg. I have attached a sheet with this letter which explains how to blow an egg and gives some eggs-examples of egg play on words. There are masses of examples of decorated eggs on the internet and videos showing you how to make them. 

Entries should be in school for judging on Wednesday 3rd of April at 3.30pm. We will not be able to judge any arriving after that point as our panel of governors will be judging that evening. There will be prizes in the following categories:

· Family entry from key stage one and key stage 2 (these will be entries that you have worked on together as a family

· Adult entry

· Child entry from each year group (these are entries which are predominantly completed independently by children without adult support)

· Funniest play on words

All prizes will be in the form of Easter Eggs. We hope you will be able to join in and make this the best ever year for eggs-citing entries! As we do not want the hall to smell too eggy, please do not bring entries in before Wednesday 3rd of April. If you want to keep your entry, this must be taken home on Friday. Any left behind will regrettably have to be disposed of. ALL entries will receive a small chocolate treat as a prize.
Every entry must have a label attached with the following information CLEARLY visible on the entry or box it comes in:

If you are entering under the adult category, please also say who you child is. We look forward to seeing your wonderful creativity and inventiveness.

EASTER FAIR
This will take place on Thursday 4th April from 3.30-5.30. Children will be brought out as usual at the end of the day and handed over to your care and the fair will then be open. We plan to have a range of refreshments available, tombola and raffle and some informal games taking place on the school field. Teachers will arrange games of quick cricket, rounders and basketball for example. There will be an Easter egg hunt in the forest where children will need to collect letters on decorated eggs and Easter bunnies to solve a puzzle and win a prize.

The money raised from this fun event will go towards FOLS next exciting project which we will unveil to you after the holiday! 

NON-UNIFORM DAY – FRIDAY 29th MARCH

To collect treats for the tombola, children are invited to take part in a non-uniform day. In order to wear their own clothes, all we ask is that they bring in an Easter egg, cakes or chocolates which will be used on the tombola. This is entirely optional and if you would rather not take part children are welcome to come to school as usual in their school uniforms.

SPRING-TIME EASTER ASSEMBLY
Our final assembly of the term will take place on Friday 5th April. The children will have a range of songs, poems and other Spring-time contributions for you to enjoy and we will announce the winners of our egg competition. Do join us in the hall at 9.10. The whole assembly will last approximately one hour. If children have decorated Easter bonnets or Easter T-shirts, they are very welcome to wear them. As it is fairly short notice, we are not making a huge focus on this, but equally, if children have colourful Easter hats or T-shirts, it will bring a lovely splash of colour to the occasion so do bring them along.

We hope you will be able to join us at one or all of our Easter celebrations. It will be a great way to welcome in the Spring.
